Audition/Interviews may be scheduled during college Vision Days (go to website at
www.csf.edu/csf/visit/openhouse.html for more information) or at other times throughout the
year. They are usually scheduled on Fridays during the regular school year. With sufficient
notice they may also be scheduled during holidays, spring break, and summer vacation. If a
live Audition/Interview in Santa Fe is not possible, recorded auditions are usually acceptable.

While traditional performance and compositional skills are highly valued, we are most interested
in contemporary, innovative, and non-traditional approaches to musical activity and creativity. During
the Audition/Interview you will be evaluated both for admission to the CMP major, as well as for a
talent-based scholarship award.

WHAT HAPPENS DURING THE AUDITION
Each Audition/Interview is unique, and we encourage you to make a presentation that best
demonstrates your musical abilities, interests and potential.

The Audition—two or three prepared pieces or excerpts, in contrasting styles, which demonstrate your
performance and/or composing/songwriting abilities. You will also be asked to demonstrate basic
musicianship skills, and may choose to present a brief recorded example of your work as a musician,
music producer, music technologist, composer, or songwriter.

The Interview—your chance to tell us about your musical background, goals and aspirations,
as well as any other information you believe will help us in the decision process. This could
include further explanation of your supporting materials and/or recordings. A brief question
and answer session with CMP faculty will follow.

Let us hear from you ASAP to schedule your Audition/Interview. Scheduling early will
insure that you get top consideration for a music scholarship.
